Delta Ticket Sweepstakes
Official Rules

1. TO ENTER: NO PURCHASE NECESSARY TO ENTER OR WIN: You must be 18 years of age or older and a legal United States residents, residing within the WPIX viewing area to enter. The Sweepstakes begins on Friday, December 5,  2008 at approximately 8:35am EST and ends Friday, December 5, 2008 at 9:00AM EST. To enter, watch the WPIX Morning News on Friday, December 5, 2008, for the on-air cue to call in to win; viewers then must call the WPIX contest line at (866) 414-2911. Odds of winning depend on number of entries received.  WPIX shall not be responsible for callers’ inability to complete calls, for technical malfunctions or telephone system delays. Only calls to the official contest phone line will be eligible.
2. SELECTION OF WINNERS: The 11th caller to the contest line will be declared the Winner, subject to verification and compliance with these rules. Winners will be notified on the spot, over the phone at the time of the call.
3. PRIZE: Prize consists of travel vouchers for 2 persons, awarded in the form of Certificates valid for domestic or international travel.  Travel Certificates must be redeemed and all travel completed between December 31, 2008 and December 31, 2009. Restrictions and blackout periods may apply.  
Redemption Restrictions: Certificates may be redeemed for round-trip coach class travel on Delta flights [including Delta Shuttle and Delta Connection carrier] within the continental United States or international flights, from the airport served by Delta closest to the winner’s residence.  Certificates may be redeemed only by the Winner and his/her designated travel companion (i.e., the person whose name has been entered on the Certificate); once issued in the name of a traveler, Certificates cannot be reissued. A flight segment is defined as a takeoff and a landing.  These taxes and fees are subject to change, are the responsibility of the passenger and must be paid at the time the ticket is booked.  Travel Certificates used for domestic travel do not include checked bag fees (currently $15 fee for first checked bag and $25 fee for second checked bag; allowances subject to size/weight limits), or other fees imposed by carriers.  Contact a Delta agent or visit delta.com for details.  Any taxes, fees, or charges paid at the time of ticket issuance will be refunded if ticket is not used.  However, once redeemed, Certificates are void and will have no further value.  Certificate travel will not qualify for SkyMiles mileage.  Stopovers/Upgrades/Waitlisting/Open Returns/Standby are not permitted for tickets booked with Certificates.  Lost, stolen or otherwise destroyed Certificates will not be replaced.  Schedules are subject to change without notice.  Additional restrictions may apply. 


For International Travel: Travel Certificates do not include a $3.50 Federal Excise Tax, Passenger Facility Charge(s) of up to $4.50, or the September 11th Security Fee of up to $2.50 for each flight segment in the passenger’s ticketed itinerary, or other charges.  A flight segment is defined as a takeoff and a landing.  For travel to/from Hawaii/Alaska, Certificates do not include U.S. International Air Transportation Tax of up to $15.40 round-trip.  Certificates used for international travel, including fares for travel to/from Puerto Rico and the U.S. Virgin Islands, do not include U.S. International Air Transportation Tax of up to $30.80 and U.S. and foreign user, inspection, security or other similarly based charges, fees or taxes of up to $299, depending on itinerary.  These taxes and fees are subject to change, are the responsibility of the passenger and must be paid at the time the ticket is booked.  Travel Certificates used for international travel do noe include checked bag fees (currently no fee for 2 checked bags and $200 for third checked bag;  allowances subject to size/weight limits), or other fees imposed by carriers.  Contact a Delta agent or visit delta.com for details.  Any taxes, fees, or charges paid at the time of ticket issuance will be refunded if ticket is not used.  However, once redeemed, Certificates are void and will have no further value.  Certificate travel will not qualify for SkyMiles mileage.  Stopovers/Upgrades/Waitlisting/Open Returns are not permitted for tickets booked with Certificates.  Standby travel may be permitted for an earlier flight on the same day as flight ticketed, upon the payment of applicable fees.  Lost, stolen or otherwise destroyed Certificates will not be replaced.  Schedules are subject to change without notice.  Additional restrictions may apply.

Certificate seats are limited and may not be available on all flights or in all markets.  Certificates are non-transferable, are not redeemable for cash and are void if sold or bartered.  The sale or barter of tickets obtained through redemption of Certificates is also prohibited.  Any tickets obtained through such sale or barter are void and will not be honored for travel.  After ticketing, date, time and routing changes may be permitted (subject to the availability of booking class) upon payment of applicable fees.
Prize is non-transferable, non-negotiable and not redeemable for cash. If the prize or any portion of prize becomes unavailable for any reason, Sponsor reserves the right to substitute a prize of comparable value. Returned or unclaimed prize will be forfeited, and no alternate winner will be selected. 

4.  CONDITIONS & RESTRICTIONS:  Entrants agree Sponsor (WPIX-TV) has the sole right to decide all matters and disputes arising from this Sweepstakes and that its decisions are final and binding. Winner by acceptance of a prize, agrees to release, indemnify and hold harmless Sponsor, its parent companies and affiliates, and each of their respective employees, representatives, contractors, sponsors and advertisers, from any and all liability, loss, damage, costs or claims related to any allegation regarding the award of, the receipt of, or the use of the prize. Sponsor is not responsible for personal injury of any prizewinner incurred in connection with the use of the prize. Winner and his/her travel companion may be required to execute an affidavit of eligibility and release of liability prior to receiving the prize. Winner assumes all applicable tax liability for the prize.  ANY ATTEMPT TO DAMAGE OR UNDERMINE THE FAIR AND LEGITIMATE OPERATION OF THIS SWEEPSTAKES WILL RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION.
